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Christmas Bird Count Supplement 
The San Bernardino Valley Audubon Society has concluded another successful season of Christ-
mas Bird Counts. We sincerely thank the 107 participants who came out for our nine CBCs – we 
could not do it without you! We also thank the compilers for all the time and effort they put in to 
organizing their respective counts. This supplement provides a summary of all birds recorded on 
eight of the SBVAS CBCs (Salton Sea North not provided) and the list of participants that par-
ticipated in all nine SBVAS CBCs. The highest count of individuals occurred on the San Jacinto 
Lake CBC (33,271 individuals), while the highest number of species was recorded on the Salton 
Sea North CBC (141 species). Several counts recorded new species for their respective count cir-
cles: Joshua Tree - American Crow, San Jacinto Lake - Lesser Black-backed Gull and Nutmeg 
Mannakin, San Ana River Valley - Allen’s Hummingbird and Solitary Sandpiper, Salton Sea 
North - Rose-breasted Grosbeak, and San Bernardino Valley - Yellow-bellied Sapsucker and 
Black-throated Sparrow. Other highlights included a Winter Wren and a Spotted Dove on the 
Mojave River Valley CBC, and a Black-throated Green Warbler and a Varied Thrush on the 
Redlands-Mill Creek CBC. Several counts recorded Glaucous-winged Gulls and Plumbeous 
Vireo, and many also had high counts of Eurasian Collared-dove and Cassin’s Kingbird. We 
would like to thank all the CBC compilers and those who contributed photos for making this 
supplement possible. And thank you again to all the CBC participants - we can’t wait to do it 
again next year!
